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Guide for Travel to Kenya
Translated from the original German travel guide.

Kenya at a Glance

• Kenya lies on the equator and does not have strongly pronounced seasons. Daytime
temperatures generally range between 22 and 34 C.

• There are rainy and dry seasons.

• Kenya is an emerging economy. At the same time, there are major social and economic
differences within the population, especially between urban and rural areas.

• Kenya has a mixed security situation. However, organized safari tours such as ours operate with
the highest safety standards.

• Life in Kenya is vibrant and colorful. Time is often experienced differently here than in Europe.
The phrase Hakuna Matata reflects this spirit. Enjoy your stay in Kenya and leave the stress and
rush of Europe at home.

• Because of its location, some vaccinations are mandatory or recommended. See the health
precautions section below.

• Electricity and plug sockets follow British standards, so please bring a suitable adapter.

Arrival and Entry Requirements

• Your passport must be valid for at least 6 months on entry.

• In addition, an electronic travel authorization (eTA) must be applied for online. Applications can
be submitted via: https://www.etakenya.go.ke/en

• You will need a passport, a selfie, the address of your first accommodation, and your flight ticket
as digital files or entries for the application. If you need help with the eTA process, you are
welcome to contact our agency.

• Kenya does not allow the import of plastic bags. Reusable transparent bags required by airlines
are permitted.

• Do not bring packaged valuables worth more than USD 400 into the country, otherwise an
additional high fee may be charged.

• The local currency is the Kenyan Shilling. Exchanging money directly in Kenya is usually the most
favorable option, and this is already possible at the arrival airport.

• Please bring both cash and credit cards.

Rules Within the Country

• Smoking in public is permitted only in designated areas. Violations can lead to high fines or even
imprisonment.

• LGBTQ+ travelers should avoid public displays of affection in public spaces, for example holding
hands.
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• Camouflage patterns and photographing military or police facilities are prohibited.

Health Precautions

• Please remember sun protection, vaccinations, malaria prophylaxis, and your vaccination record.

• Timely consultation with your family doctor is recommended regarding your personal medication
and preventive measures.

On Safari

• Please always follow the instructions of the safari guide. We are not entering a zoo, but pure
wilderness, and that is exactly part of the charm of our tours.

• We recommend suitable clothing: a hat, light cotton clothing in muted colors, and sturdy shoes if
needed.

• In the evenings, longer clothing is advisable because it also helps protect against mosquitoes.

• And do not forget your camera and binoculars.
